I. Initial Business
A. Roll Call and Determination of a Quorum.  Welch called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Members present: K. Bellor, S. Burns (arrived at 7:05 pm), M. Gazin, R. Matthews, L. Mattice, J. Miller, D. Mullaney, W. Palmer, and D. Welch.  Members Absent: K. Bisonette, W. Dashnaw, W. Davis and T. Jenison.  Staff present:   J. Pfotenhauer.  Other Members of the Public:  Jim Sheehan, Terra Development; Brooks Washburn, Architect; and Scott Dosztan, WPDM News.
B. Action on the Agenda.  The meeting agenda was unanimously approved (Matthews/Miller)
C. Action on Meeting Minutes.    The September 9, 2010 meeting minutes were unanimously approved (Matthews/Mattice).
II. Public Forum
There were no comments from the public.
III. Projects Reviews 
A. Projects returned for local action under MOU. 
No Comments.  
B. Full Review Projects.  
Potsdam (V):  Terra Development, Rezoning from R1 to B2 at 59 Lawrence Avenue.  Pfotenhauer began the presentation by reviewing last months review, paying particular attention to the comprehensive plan and the need for the Village to consistent with the adopted plan.  He spoke of other rezoning actions taken in this part of Potsdam and summarized the County Planning Board’s decisions.  Pfotenhauer read an email from Wade Davis and John Harvey, A NYSUT representative.  After the Staff review, Brooks Washburn, the architect for the project spoke about the merits of the project and desire to build the development at the proposed location.  After a thorough discussion the Board unanimously disapproved the applicant’s request to rezone the 14 acre parcel from R-1 to B-2 (Matthews/Gazin). 
Ogdensburg (C):  Site Plan for a Center for Sight Eye Clinic at 420 Ford Street.  Pfotenhauer summarized the staff report.  The Board unanimously approved the applicant’s site plan with conditions and recommendations  (Burns/Matthews).
Canton (T):  Site Plan for a 11,696 square foot U-Haul Self Storage Building at 6229 USH 11.  Pfotenhauer stated that this project is being reviewed because of the size of the structure but that Staff sees no countywide significance with the development.  He also asked for approval to modify the policy that requires structures over 10,000 square feet in size to require automatic full review.  Palmer raised concerns about how to decide on what size a structure would trigger a full review.  Pfotenhauer stated a number of checks and balances are now and would still be in place regarding how projects would be reviewed before the Board. The Board unanimously approved the applicant’s site plan.  The Board also approved the policy changes to the MOU procedures (Bellor/Matthews).
IV. Reports  
A. Executive Committee.  Welch reported the Executive Committee met on September 30th to discuss tonight’s agenda, reviewed projects sent back for local action, and discuss full review projects.
B. Board of Legislators.  Burns reported that the Board is starting to review the budget.  The proposed budget contains a 3% property tax increase.  
C. Staff Report.  Welch mentioned that there will be a field trip to view the Edwards Knox Central School biomass boiler on November 12th.  Pfotenhauer reported on the Local Government Conference.  
V. Other Items
A. Correspondence.  Pfotenhauer reviewed the general correspondence file.
B. Next Meeting Dates.  The Executive Committee will meet on Thursday, October 28th at 4:00 pm in the County Planning Office in room 255 of the County Courthouse.  The Full Board will meet on Thursday, November 18th at 7:00 pm in Room 226 of the County Courthouse, located at 48 Court Street in Canton.
